1. Apologies received from Allan Marett

LB moved to accept the minutes of the last meeting, JS seconded


2. Welcome and introduction of Suzana Sukovic, Digital Innovation Unit 
LB welcomed SS and all look forward to working with her


3. Discussion of role of Digital Innovation Unit (DIU) and PARADISEC's place within it 
The DIU has been set up with Faculty of Arts and Sydney University library seed funding to foster innovation and continue the work of PARADISEC the ACL and others.  Ideas include beginning a seminar series and fostering collaboration, in the future there will probably be a website etc.

LB suggested that the DIU may want to be involved in the DELAMAN (Digital Endangered Languages and Musics Archives Network) meeting as part of the IASA (International Association of Sound and Audio-visual Archives) conference.

JS also mentioned Lingfest in July where there will be an evening on digital language projects.

SS to come Monday 5 May at 11am to be shown around PARADISEC and discuss future projects and needs in relationship to DELAMAN meetings and any other matters.


4. Matters arising from previous minutes of 1 April 2008

(2.1 of previous minutes) Laura Dimock’s materials have now been received, AH is in the process of importing the metadata and AW has uploaded all of the files.

(2.2) ACTION AW to email Gary Holton about metadata entry for his files, AH to email AW Gary’s password for the PDSC catalogue.

(2.3) Martin Steer has been provided with the files he required from the archive after submitting his access request.

(2.4) Stu Hungerford is now only working on PDSC in his spare time so the problem of making individual files available to users from the repository as opposed to entire collections is unlikely to be resolved in the short term.  In the meantime ACTION AH to add a note to the website stating that delivery of files to depositors on CD/DVD will incur a small fee.

(2.5) ACTION AH to check whether money has been received for digitisation of Jadran Mimica’s materials
(2.6) ACTION AH will edit the metadata spreadsheet available for download from the website so that it contains the field labels necessary for import into the database – this will make the import process less time consuming.

(2.7) ACTION AH will check if the metadata attached to the recently ingested Wurm images is suitable for inclusion in the AUSTEHC online collection.
(3.2) ACTION AW to tally up costs of work so far on the Australian Poetry Project and send to AH for invoicing

(3.3) PDSC may not digitise Kathy Marsh’s tapes after all as it may be done by someone at the Con
(3.4) ACTION AH to ask Russell Emerson if we can borrow the slide feeder again
(3.5) ACTION AH to draft a notice advertising a casual short-term position for two ½ days a week admin with PDSC and put up around the Linguistics department.

ACTION AH to find out from Jay what amount would potentially come under the radar of the BLO.  LB to follow up with BLO.


6. NTL staff member possibility
The NT Library enquired about employing someone through us to set up their databases, LB and AH discussed the problems we may run into with the BLO which would make invoicing them for the relevant amount difficult.


7. Possible restructuring and PARADISEC 
PARADISEC may play a part in a new department of Linguistics and intercultural communication; this may involve a course on Digital Fieldwork Methods


8. DELAMAN meeting in association with IASA conference 
The conference runs from 13-19 September 2008 and the Delaman meeting will involve a day of related papers and a workshop for other IASA people.


9. Macquarie RAMP project (Steve Cassidy annotations)
There are continuing IP issues with this contract, LB is hopeful that Annette Maclaren from the Research Office will be able to help sort it out

 
10. Sydney Uni Library hosting of part of collection
The University of Sydney Library has agreed to host PDSC’s Sydney Uni materials since the long-term continuity of APAC is under question, we need to develop institutional repository fallback positions.

11. Any audio/archiving issues
The ANU digitisation unit is in the process of being set up, AW may be able to travel to Canberra to give training to the audio person they will hire there.
