1. Business from previous minutes

ACTION: AW still needs to send off the Nagra V battery for replacement when Broadcast Workshop return from holidays

Ian Johnson has put Maria Shvedova on half a day per week working on PDSC “maintenance” work. ACTION: LB to respond to Ian and point out that the work currently in the jobtrack system is old work dating back to November 2007 which has still not been done. ACTION: AH to forward the email to LB about the $5000 PDSC paid to ACL to do this work to check the date.

ACTION: AH to follow up with NT whether anything has been done about the new wiki in Melbourne or the letter to the Rockefeller Foundation.

Jeremy may be able to reorganise the tapes in Aidan’s office. ACTION: AH to ask Jeremy to come in on Thursday

ACTION: AH to email Peter Newton and ask when the Capell boxes are due to be collected by the NLA.

2. Tracking casual staff hours

ACTION: AH to set up a spreadsheet and write to casuals about the new procedure of logging work hours and associated accounts

3. Upcoming work (Wurm etc)

ACTION: AW to contact Nick Evans to find out about a timeline for planning the Wurm digitisation.  LB suggested that she could meet with him when she’s there for the week.

4. LIEF 2009

LB has been talking with the NCI (ex-APAC) & NASDA about a joint application with a view to setting up a large data archiving service – they suggested applying for funds to do more video work.  LB suggested there is Alan Rumsey’s video collection and her own. ACTION:  AH to check through other collections and identify a collection from each institution that has video to be digitised.  LB suggested the application might also request a programmer to help set this up.

5. Replacing Azoulay

AW and LB met with Steve Darlow and Jim Richardson from ICT regarding replacing Azoulay with ICT providing hardware and assistance.  Other hardware could be applied for under the LIEF application.

6. Payments and reports from PDSC gift fund
ACTION: AH to get MECU forms today so that LB and NT can sign to request a transfer from the gift fund account to the commercial account.  This is to enable payments for Aidan and James’ costs to be transferred by electronic transfer – something which is not possible from the gift account.  Aidan and James are conducting the dictionary project with support from the Hoffman Foundation via Paradisec Inc.
