PARADISEC Sydney Staff Meeting

Present: Linda Barwick (LB), Aidan Wilson (AW), Amanda Harris (AH)
1. Business from Previous Minutes

AH has been delayed in burning the last CD in the CLV1 collection because of problems with the Rimage, and will send the CDs off when this is done.

AH contacted Nick Evans who suggested they will be starting work on the Wurm collection in a month or so.  ACTION:  AH to contact Nick again in around 2 weeks to follow up.

AH is yet to set up a log of access requests, but all access forms have been kept on file.

LB contacted Ros Poignant and now has a deposit form from her.  Her tapes can be added to the digitisation queue.

LB replied to Margaret Kartomi who has decided to pull out of the proposed grant application.

NT and LB discussed the steering committee and agreed to add Nick Evans for ANU and Cathy Falk for Melbourne.

AW has spoken to Jadran Mimica who has more funds to digitise his collection.

AW has not yet followed up with Steven Hayes about the catalogue - ACTION: AW will set up a meeting this week.

2. Staffing

AH suggested that we apply to host another intern next year through the International Office ACTION:  AH to forward details to LB

ACTION: AH will do the paperwork to set up another contract for Diego to work on the Cochrane collection.

Nick Ward still has some hours left on his casual contract. ACTION: LB will talk to him about doing some other PDSC work – AH pointed out there is quite a bit of CD burning that needs to be done once the Rimage is up and running.

AW mentioned that he knows of some other linguistics graduates that are interested in casual work with PDSC. ACTION: AW to forward CVs to LB

Most casual staff are being logged in the casuals spreadsheet, current casuals are Aidan, Jeremy, Isabelle, Nick (Ward), James, Diego, Ruth, Murray, Bruce. ACTION: AH will update the spreadsheet for Jeremy while he is away

3. ARC LIEF

The announcement about this year’s LIEF application is expected any time in the next weeks.

4. Other Projects

Allan and LB have a Discovery Project with Martin Thomas and funding for technical support will come through Paradisec.  Sally Treloyn is coming back to Sydney and might be working on Martin’s project.

LB is principal applicant for eResearch funding for further Field Helper development.

LB will be involved with a song application to the EU

Nick Evans has an extension on the DOBES Iwaidja project

Myf is still working on the Sustainable Futures project and there should be some project funding next year for RAs

NT has been talking to Dennis Crowdy and Sylvia Pfeiffer about a Paradisec day and show & tell event in late November or early December.

PDSC is involved in a grant application for next year with the Australian National Corpus, Australian English project.

5. ICT storage server and Azoulay

AW and AH met with Jim Richardson in September and Jim was going to look into how their proposed storage server could interact with Azoulay.  LB pointed out that Azoulay still needs to be replaced even if we get extra storage.

AW and AH have sent Jim all of the relevant unikeys

ACTION: AW to email Jim to follow up about whether the server will be able to be connected to Azoulay and to find out about the timeline.

6. Catalogue

Steven Hayes emailed to say that ACL have some staff time to devote to catalogue fixes, LB pointed out that he is confused about the relationship of the Heurist project and PDSC catalogue.

ACTION: AW to go over and talk to the two Stevens and find out when they could work together.

7. Jobs in Process

Jadran Mimica will soon be giving us more materials to digitise, ACTION: AW to meet with him tomorrow or next week

The Cochrane tapes from the University of Wollongong have been received and assessed, some need to be baked. ACTION: AH will write to Noel Broadhead to ask whether the digital files are to be included in the Paradisec archive and also to ask if it would be acceptable to them if we invoice in several chunks. ACTION: AH will also need to check with NT that this kind of invoicing is fine from his end.  AW is dealing with one particularly degraded tape and ACTION: will write to Greg Moss for advice about treating it – LB could potentially take it to Canberra if necessary.

Ros Poignant’s few tapes should be in the filing cabinet. ACTION: LB suggested that these could be added to Diego’s to do list.

Wayne Dye collection - ACTION: AW to upload files to Azoulay. ACTION: AH to go through metadata on Monday. ACTION: LB and AW will go through excess Azoulay files on Friday

Andrea Berez collection - ACTION: AW will check whether all of her files have now been archived and AH will notify her.

Jeremy Hammond collection ACTION: AH to contact Jeremy to find out whether he has finished archiving his collection.  If so, he should write a blog about it.  LB suggested that a standard procedure could be to ask each depositor to write half a page for the blog once their collection has been processed.
8. Equipment Purchase

AW has liaised with Norton Chia at Campus IT and Andrea Yapp about ordering equipment from the IBG money.  The new equipment includes an updated video unit, new computer for the scanner machine, audio laptop, video camera & accessories and a recorder.  LB suggested that she might be able to directly order the recorders since she seems to have access to the appropriate account. ACTION: AH to clarify with Andrea about how we can spend this money – can LB purchase directly on CC, what would be the cut-off date for CC purchases considering that the money has to be expended by 31 Dec.

LB suggested that Russell Emerson could possibly be asked to help with the setup of the video suite – AW thinks he’ll be fine to do it, but will keep Russell in mind.
