PARADISEC Sydney Staff Meeting

1. Business from previous minutes

AH has written to Nick Evans about the server setup and file transfer issues between ANU and Sydney, but nothing has been resolved as yet.

AH has completed the log of access requests, but hasn’t yet posted it as a google document

Action: AH will show Nick how to import metadata into the catalogue so that he can import the UoW metadata

AH has not yet created the new page to link to the Capell, Roesler and Wurm fieldnote collections, still to do.

AH will show Nick how to update the website and he will replace the usyd.edu.au addresses with sydney.edu.au.

Action: AH has yet to update the operations manual from the workflow meeting.

AW still needs to follow up with ANU’s network manager about the server storage setup.

LB and AW still need to meet up to delete Azoulay files

AW reported that Jadran can pay up to $6000 for his recent batch of work, and his job has been added to the queue.

Some of the GW1 files have been processed Action: AW will continue with remaining files

AW has set up the new equipment and Action: will order 6 pin to 9 pin firewire cables. 

AW still needs to put a template for tracking digitisation on Azoulay and update the workflow.

AW is part way through the new index mapping the Azoulay directory structure of Windows folders to Mac folders for the workflow document.

Action: AW will send a copy of his remote transfer checksum script to NT.

LB and NT are yet to write a report to circulate to the steering committee.  NT is also still to approach new members, LB noted that it would be a good time to do that considering the upcoming LIEF application.

LB has contacted Ros Poignant and she is happy for LB to take copies of her transcripts when she is in England in April.

NT has contacted Mark Durie about cleaning up his metadata but has not had a response.

NT has written a blog about entering external metadata into the catalogue and is yet to write one about collections from Hawaii.

NT produced a site map with Free Mind and circulated it, but it didn’t work out as well as expected.

NT is still to document the remote ingestion procedures for the workflow.

2. Report on ongoing jobs

Wurm – ANU is scheduled to do this work, but it seems like they haven’t started.  LB would like to build the linking of this audio with the fieldnotes into the LIEF application. Action: LB will contact Nick Evans about this.

UoW - Action:  NT will check whether University of Wollongong has paid the invoice yet. Action: AH will liaise with AW to give them a progress report, AH will also suggest that they supply a harddrive for transferring the digital files, she could potentially collect it from Wollongong.

GW1 – there is still more audio to come. Action: AW will try archiving the remaining files and report to AH whether there is still metadata missing.

WD1 – AW and AH have contacted Wayne Dye to request additional metadata to complete database entries, but are yet to hear from him.

Jadran Mimica – AW is processing this collection of cassettes concurrently with the Cochrane job. Action: AW will do a progress report in Feb and pass on details for AH to send him an invoice. Action: AH will also ask Jadran for a new deposit form for this collection.

Ros Poignant – LB suggested that once the UoW money is received, Diego could start working on the tricky Poignant tapes.

3. Internship

We may get another intern this year from the International Program

Intern jobs could include:

· metadata work for Jadran

· timecoding on EOPAS

· adding geographic co-ordinates for PDSC

· making catalogue training videos

Action: LB to draft a job description drawing on the PDSC wishlist on google docs.

4. LIEF

LIEF has a new process and LB will be putting in an initial application next week for university support.  We will need to budget how much it would cost to get the catalogue rewritten.  LB suggests writing to Stu and Ben Evans to include costs for their end.  LB has written to Deb as well.  LB and NT agreed that it would be better to restrict the application to PDSC.  NT suggested that La Trobe might want to be involved and will talk to them.  LB mentioned that Monash might be interested, but new partners add to the complexity of the application.  LB suggested that any new participants could be included as users rather than partners in the application.

LB and NT discussed what Melbourne will want from the grant – they should think about staffing and get Gavan to think about anything they need. Action: NT will let LB know what Melbourne wants.

5. Ian Smith job

Ian Smith has more tapes to deposit, but the cost for us to digitise them is too high for his budget.  LB suggested he could get someone else to digitise and PDSC could host the collection. Action: AH to put together an estimate of a management cost or archiving cost for him.

6. Nick Ward

Nick will be assisting PDSC admin and working on LB’s projects.  AH and AW will give him some jobs to do.  In the long run he will work different days from AH and take some of the admin burden.

7. Metadata correction by third parties
Andrew Taylor who works on Motu has ben liaising with AW to do some metadata correction on the Capell and Wurm collections.  LB pointed out that it would be good to let all PDSC staff know if external editing of the metadata is going on.  NT pointed out that we need some kind of user authentication and this is part of a current EOPAS plan.

AH pointed to the Sound Archives of NZ website which has a photo gallery and requests help to identify people in the photographs.  LB suggested building in an interactive website into the LIEF application so that users could comment on items for which we have little metadata. Action: LB will ask Sylvia about input into the LIEF application.
8. RNLD event
A film event to coincide with the UNESCO Mother Language Day on Feb 21st was discussed.  LB suggested it could coincide with post-grads coming into the department – the event could be publicised through SLAM, the blog and posted on RNLD. Action: NT will give the Sydney office a copy of Voices of the World.
9. EOPAS

NT has a grant for $30,000 from Melbourne uni, Sylvia will do most of the work focusing on Ruby on Rails and taking EOPAS out of the current EXIST database.  The new system will be more robust and flexible.  LB noted that the Murrinh Patha song project are trying to find ways to use the database.  They will do a pilot study to find out how to transfer their xml into EOPAS (ogg) xml.  LB thinks they could apply for money to feed that into EOPAS.

10. Sydney uni rebranding

All usyd email addresses are being changed to sydney.edu.au and the web interface is being standardised – this could be an opportunity to interlink the blog and website.  We have had to request special permission to link to paradisec.org.au.  LB has gained permission to include the PDSC logo as a secondary logo on letterhead, business cards etc.  The implications for internal servers and the website are still unclear. Action: AH will replace the logo on the website with the new one and on the brochure next time it is printed.  PDSC has to pay for all changes from the rebranding.

11. New equipment setup

New equipment from the RIBG grant includes:

· audio laptop

· video ingestion station

· image processing station

· video camera

· handheld portable scanner

Action: AW will log a job with ICT to install the new software, the firewire cables will be ordered online.

12. Aob

NT raised the need to replace the catalogue map with a google map and suggested this should be built into the LIEF application.

LB reported that Aaron Corn has taken his Future Fellowship to ANU and intends to still work with Paradisec.

NT reported that Drupal is a good way of creating a website that can be edited directly.  A content management approach to the PDSC website would be ideal.
